  Hear Now works with licensed practitioners, in the applicant’s area, 

willing to give of their time and talent to assist clients with the fitting and 

follow up processes.  The applicant is responsible for the cost of the hearing 

evaluation and a nominal processing fee to the program.  The recipient is also 

financially responsible for the cost of batteries and repairs.  Once an 

application is approved, the aids are given to the applicant at no additional cost.
